Buzz on into Second Grade

How do you know that you’re meant to be a second
grade teacher? Do you just wake up one day and walk
into a school and announce to the principal, “I think I’d
like to become a second grade teacher today.”
Certainly not. | was given the nickname of Teacher by
my older brother at a young age. He would always tell
me that | had a teacherly look about me. Well, that
just did not sit well with me. | chose every other
career choice | could to be as far away from my
brother’s words as possible. First, | went to school to
become a Paralegal. Then, | decided to attend Law
School, so | took the LSAT and passed the test. Around
the same time, my family found out that we had
transfer orders to Florida. No law school for me. Next,
| spent several years as a graphic designer, which was
fun but not spiritually satisfying. Finally, here | am, a
second grade teacher at Pinewood Christian Academy.
I’ve been working on my educator certification through
the state of Florida. Wow! My brother knew what God
had in store for me before | did. Being obedient to God
is a wonderful thing, because He has given me a
precious gift of ministering His Word along with
teaching academics. So let’s buzz on into second grade
and see what kind of buzzy work has been happening
this year.

For starters the students have learned how to write
a complete sentence. They can tell the difference
between a subject and the predicate of a sentence.
They can identify a noun, pronoun, verb, and adjective
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in a sentence. They love hearing some of the spelling
rules that helped adults spell in school, like “I before E
except after C.” They rush home to ask their parents if
they remember it.

In our first reading unit of the year we have
learned that the dictionary defines the word kindness
as having the quality of being friendly, generous, and
considerate. In Colossians 3:12, the Bible says that
kindness is being holy and having a heart of
compassion. The students practice this character trait
daily by helping each other with misspelled words like
saw (sall), there (thir), and because (bekus). They are
currently working on the reading unit of “Let’s
Explore,” discovering all the wonderful living and
nonliving creations that God has made for us to enjoy.
They can tell anyone who asks the difference between
an insect and an ordinary bug. If asked, in unison they
will all shout out that an insect has three body parts
and six legs. We have learned the difference between
a fossil and an imprint. The students have also learned
that birds are not mammals because birds lay eggs and
mammals do not. Recently we designed our very own
birdhouses to accompany the story, “Birdhouse for
Rent,” a story of an empty birdhouse that is wanting
new tenants as told by the birdhouse itself. We have
also learned some new words along the way, like
personification, (adding human characteristics, like
feelings, to something nonhuman) and apposition, a
word that restates or modifies a preceding noun, (for
example, my daughter, Stacy).

In heritage studies the students have learned how
our great country had to fight for its freedom, what the
Boston Tea Party stood for, and why there are thirteen
stripes on the American Flag. The second graders have
written their very own Class Declaration just as our
ancestors wrote and signed our Declaration of
Independence on July 4, 1776. During this third and
fourth quarter we will learn how wonderfully God has
made our bodies work, how plants grow, what’s inside
the earth, and the different kinds of sand.

Math is one of our favorite things to do in second

grade. Listen to Keaton’s explanation why: “I love the
math. It teaches me facts. Sow wen I’m a grone man |
can pay the bill.” Both Mrs. Toalson and | are beaming

with pride with his reasoning.

Each second grader has a new Pre-K reading buddy
that we meet with once a month. The students will
read to their buddy, make crafts together, and we have
even performed in a Tuesday Chapel together. We
have put on our armor for God’s protection; now we
are making our way through Moses’ life, watching
Moses learn to trust God and follow His Word and
listening to Moses and Aaron tell Pharaoh what the One
True God has said to do, “Let His people go!” Pharaoh
should listen; the Plagues are next. We also look
forward to each morning’s prayer time. The prayers
that come from the students are precious. They are
our second grade “prayer warriors.”

We have also taken some really fun field trips. We
visited Connor’s A-Maize-ing Acres to learn firsthand
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how a farm works. We also saw Slim GoodBody teach
us about the inner working of the human body.

So being a second grade teacher is not something
you just accidently stumble into. God has a great deal
to do with it. And | thank Him every day for my
wonderful and never-a-dull-day second grade ride.
